Winter is here… Drive safely!

Winter driving presents many unique challenges. Snowy and icy weather, slippery roads, less daylight, cold pavement and cold weather each add a degree of difficulty to an already challenging task. Here are a few tips to help you navigate through the stormy seas of winter driving.

· Regularly check and maintain your battery and tires. Cold weather can wreak havoc on your battery and the weather and cold, slippery roads can really change the characteristics of your tires. Keeping this equipment in top condition is critical.
· Review and practice the maneuvers you use on slippery roads. Make sure you apply the brakes properly and you know how to steer out of skids. Anticipation is even more important in the winter.

· Keep your lights and windows clear of ice, snow and mud. With more really bad weather and less daylight, seeing and being seen in the winter are really challenging. Check your glass and lens surfaces daily, and more frequently on bad weather days.
